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IS LOCKDOWN RESPONSIBLE FOR SLOWER SPREAD OF 
COVID-19 IN INDIA ? 

 
The first confirmed case of coronavirus in India was reported on January 30,

from Wuhan University of China. From that day, most of the reported cases have a 
history of travel to the subcontinent and the pandemic has rattled the entire 
world. The Government has taken hard stands to suppress the spread of COVID-
19 through countrywide lockdown, resulting a control in the spread of Corona 
epidemic. The spread rate was slower in India, contrary to European countries 
and the US where the outburst was observed at a faster rate. If we see the figures,

we compare this data with COVID-19 confirmed cases, it was 1.7% (10 times 
less), and interestingly the reported deaths were only 0.83% (data till 15 May, 
2020). What is the reason behind this slower rate of increase in the pandemic in 
India? Is it due to lockdown or not? Lockdown may slow down the spreading of 
COVID-19 but here in India some other factors may also affect the situation. In the 
countries like USA, Spain, Italy, UK, France, Germany etc., the outbreak of COVID-
19 infection was observed faster with more urban population as compared to 
India. In India, percentage of urban population is lower as compared to other 
European countries and USA with surge in the outbreak of Corona infection. 

Interestingly if we compare COVID-19 within India, we find that in the 
Northern and North-Eastern states, the increase of outbreak was very slow as 
compared to the rest of India. As an example if we compare some densely 
populated states like Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand & West Bengal, we find that 
these four states cover aprox. 36%  of the total population of India. But less than 
10% people have been affected with the spread of coronavirus in these states. 
What is the reason behind it, the only answer is the lockdown. 
As stated in Mythological Texts, the rivers including Ganga, Yamuna, Beas, 
Brahmaputra, Indus, originating from the Himalayas, have the status of Gods and 
Goddesses. These rivers pass through the Northern and North-Eastern states of 
India. People use their water for drinking and irrigation purposes. In Indian 
culture, we believe that a number of Gods and Goddesses live in the Himalayas 
and a number of life-saving herbs are found in this region. As an example, the mrit 
sanjeevani booti was also found in the Himalaya to save the life of Lord Lakshman. 
Water is a universal solvent, so during rain the extracts of the important herbs 
may mix with the river water and strengthen the immune system of people 
towards infection who use this water. 
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They have advised us to consider these rivers as mother and worship 
them. This is our true eternal culture which could be explored by research, 
but we are trailing behind in this respect.

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GANGA DURING LOCKDOWN 
We have seen the environment around us rejuvenated during the lockdown 

and animal at places where we would normally not expect them to be at. Not only 
have air pollution levels come down, but the water quality of polluted rivers has 
also improved in India. Nature reclaims its space, it heals quickly and takes back 
what is taken away from it, usually by humanity. We have all read this at least a 
thousand times in books but corona virus lockdown has made us all witness this

defined by Central Pollution Control Board [CPCB]. Also biochemical oxygen level 
fell below 3mg per liters which is an indicator of good quality water.

The government has spent over rupees 7,000 crore in the last two years 
to cleanse the Ganga but all seems useless. The lockdown, meant to curb the 
spread of the coronavirus, appears to have helped; the banks are cleaned and not 
a single human soul can be spotted by the river bank. Experts, however, have 
warned that the improvement in the environment may be short lived. Things may 
turn to their previous state as the lockdown is lifted and economic activity 
resumes. But, there is no denying the fact that after many decades, river Ganga is 
taking breath.

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COVID­19 AND ITS SOCIAL IMPACT  
Scientists and medical researchers have for year difference of opinion on 

exact definition of a pandemic, but on one thing all are agrees on is that the 
widespread occurrence of disease, in excess of what might normally be 
expected in a geographical region. Cholera, smallpox, bubonic plague and AIDS 
etc are some of the most brutal killers in human history. Smallpox throughout 
its history killed between 300-500 million people in 12,000 year existence. 

Corona viruses are a large family of viruses which may cause illness in 
animals or humans.  In humans, several corona viruses are known to cause 
respiratory infections ranging from the common cold to more severe diseases 
such as Middle East Respiratory Syndrome (MERS) and Severe Acute 
Respiratory Syndrome (SARS). The most recently discovered corona virus 
causes disease COVID-19. COVID-19 is the infectious disease caused by the 
most recently discovered corona virus. This new virus and disease were 
unknown before the outbreak began in Wuhan, China, in December 2019. It is 
now a pandemic affecting many countries globally.  

The most common symptoms of COVID-19 are fever, dry cough, and 
tiredness. Other symptoms that are less common and may affect some 
patients include aches and pains, nasal congestion, headache, conjunctivitis, 
sore throat, diarrhea, loss of taste or smell or a rash on skin or discoloration of 
fingers or toes. These symptoms are usually mild and begin gradually. Some 
people become infected but only have very mild symptoms. Most people 
(about 80%) recover from the disease without needing hospital treatment. 
Around 1 out of every 5 people who gets COVID-19 becomes seriously ill and 
develops difficulty breathing. Older people, and those with underlying medical 
problems like high blood pressure, heart and lung problems, diabetes, or 
cancer, are at higher risk of developing serious illness.  However, anyone can 
catch COVID-19 and become seriously ill.  People of all ages who experience 
fever and/or cough associated with difficulty breathing/shortness of breath, 
chest pain/pressure, or loss of speech or movement should seek medical 
attention immediately. If possible, it is recommended to call the health care 
provider or facility first, so the patient can be directed to the right clinic.  

People can catch COVID-19 from others who have the virus. The disease 
spreads primarily from person to person through small droplets from the 
nose or mouth, which are expelled when a person with COVID-19 coughs, 
sneezes, or speaks. These droplets are relatively heavy, do not travel far and 
quickly sink to the ground. People can catch COVID-19 if they breathe in these 
droplets from a person infected with the virus.  This is why it is important to 
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stay at least 1 meter away from others . These droplets can land on objects 
and surfaces around the person such as tables, doorknobs and handrails.  
People can become infected by touching these objects or surfaces, then 
touching their eyes, nose or mouth.  This is why it is important to wash your 
hands regularly with soap and water or clean with alcohol-based hand rub.  

While some western, traditional or home remedies may provide comfort 
and alleviate symptoms of mild COVID-19, there are no medicines that have 
been shown to prevent or cure the disease. WHO does not recommend self-
medication with any medicines, including antibiotics, as a prevention or cure 
for COVID-19. However, there are several ongoing clinical trials of both 
western and traditional medicines. WHO is coordinating efforts to develop 
vaccines and medicines to prevent and treat COVID-19 and will continue to 
provide updated information as soon research results become available. 

The most effective ways to protect yourself and others against COVID-19 
are to: 

�x Clean your hands frequentl y and thoroughly  
�x Avoid touching your eyes, mouth and nose  
�x Cover your cough with the bend of elbow or tissue. If a tissue is 

used, discard it immediately and wash your hands.

Early evidence indicates that that the health and 
economic impacts of the virus are being borne disproportionately by poor 
people. For example, homeless people, because they may be unable to safely 
shelter in place, are highly exposed to the danger of the virus.  People without 
access to running water, refugees, migrants, or displaced persons also stand to 
suffer disproportionately both from the pandemic and its aftermath �� whether 
due to limited movement, fewer employment opportunities, increased 
xenophobia etc.

Older Persons �� Older persons are particularly susceptible to the risk of 

infection from COVID-19, especially those with chronic health conditions such 
as hypertension, cardiovascular disease and diabetes. Older persons are not 
just struggling with greater health risks but are also likely to be less capable of 
supporting themselves in isolation. Although social distancing is necessary to 
reduce the spread of the disease, if not implemented correctly, such measures 
can also lead to increased social isolation of older persons at a time when they 
may be at most need of support. The discourse around COVID-19, in which it 
is perceived as a disease of older people, exacerbates negative stereotypes 
about older persons who may be viewed as weak, unimportant and a burden 
on society. Such age-based discrimination may manifest in the provision of 
services because the treatment of older persons may be perceived to have less 
value than the treatment of younger generations. International human rights 
law guarantees everyone the right to the highest attainable standard of health 
and obligates Governments to take steps to provide medical care to those who 
need it. Shortages of ventilators, for example, necessitate the adoption of 
triage policies and protocols based on medical, evidence-based and ethical 
factors.  

In this context, solidarity between generations, combating discrimination 
against older people, and upholding the right to health, including access to 
information, care and medical services is key.   

Persons with Disabilities �� Even at the best of times, persons with 
disabilities face challenges in accessing health-care services, due to lack of 
availability, accessibility, affordability, as well as stigma and discrimination. 
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The risks of infection from COVID-19 for persons with disabilities are 
compounded by other issues, which warrant specific action: disruption of 
services and support, pre-existing health conditions in some cases which leave 
them more at risk of developing serious illness or dying, being excluded from 
health information and mainstream health provision, living in a world where 
accessibility is often limited and where barriers to goods and services are a 
challenge, and being disproportionately more likely to live in institutional 
settings. 

General individual self-care and other preventive measures against the 
COVID-19 outbreak can entail challenges for persons with disabilities. For 
instance, some persons with disabilities may have difficulties in implementing 
measures to keep the virus at bay, including personal hygiene and 
recommended frequent cleaning of surfaces and homes. Cleaning homes and 
washing hands frequently can be challenging, due to physical impairments, 
environmental barriers, or interrupted services. Others may not be able to 
practice social distancing or cannot isolate themselves as thoroughly as other 
people, because they require regular help and support from other people for 
every day self-care tasks. 

To ensure that persons with disabilities are able to access to information 
on COVID-19, it must be made available in accessible formats. Healthcare 
buildings must also be physically accessible to persons with mobility, sensory 
and cognitive impairments. Moreover, persons with disabilities must not be 
prevented from accessing the health services they need in times of emergency 
due to any financial barriers. 

Youth �� Many governments have called on youth to embrace the effort to 
protect themselves and the overall population. Youth are also in a position to 
help those who are most vulnerable, and to aid in increasing public health 
social awareness campaigns among their communities. Thus, youth are critical

In terms of employment, youth are disproportionately unemployed, and 
those who are employed often work in the informal economy or gig economy, 
on precarious contracts or in the service sectors of the economy, that are 
likely to be severely affected by COVID-19.  

More than one billion youth are now no longer physically in school after 
the closure of schools and universities across many jurisdictions. The 
disruption in education and learning could have medium and long-term 
consequences on the quality of education, though the efforts made by 
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teachers, school administrations, local and national governments to cope with 
the unprecedented circumstances to the best of their ability should be 
recognized. 

Many vulnerable youth such as migrants or homeless youth are in 
precarious situations. They are the ones who can easily be overlooked if 
governments do not pay specific attention, as they tend to be already in a 
situation without even their minimum requirements being met on health, 
education, employment and well-being.  

Indigenous People �� Indigenous people are particularly vulnerable at 
this time due to significantly higher rates of communicable and non-
communicable diseases, lack of access to essential services, absence of 
culturally appropriate healthcare, and if any, under-equipped and under-
staffed local medical facilities. 

The first point of prevention is the dissemination of information in 
indigenous languages, thus ensuring that services and facilities are 
appropriate to the specific situation of indigenous peoples, and all are 
reached. 

The large number of indigenous peoples who are outside of the social 
protection system further contributes to vulnerability, particularly if they are 
dependent on income from the broader economy �� produce, tourism, 
handicrafts and employment in urban areas. In this regard, Governments 
should ensure that interim financial support measures include indigenous 
peoples and other vulnerable groups.

The Indian economy is going through a major slowdown, which is evident 
from the third quarter of the current financial year that the economy grew at a 
six-year low rate of growth i.e., 4.7%.

Adversely affected Sectors  
India and around the world, the impact of the corona virus pandemic is 

not limited to a few sectors but is evident across all stakeholders of the 
economy. As reported by the FICCI survey, In India up to 53% of businesses 
has specified a certain amount of impact of shutdowns due to COVID-19. 
  Apparel & Textile hit adversely due to disruption in labour supply, raw 

material unavailability, working capital constraints and restricted 
demand due to limited movement of people and purchasing ability. 

  Auto  sector  (which  includes  automobiles  and  auto  parts)  will  
continue  to  face challenges on account of lack of demand, global 
recession and falling income levels. 

  Aviation & Tourism is one sector which has the highest probability of 
going under without direct government intervention. The corona virus 
pandemic could deal a crippling blow to the Indian travel and tourism 
industry, especially with the government suspending all visas, with the 
economic impact being assessed to run into thousands of crores of 
rupees.  According to industry chamber CII, this is the one of the worst 
crises ever to hit the Indian tourism industry impacting all its 
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geographical segments - inbound, outbound and domestic, almost all 
tourism verticals - leisure, adventure, heritage, MICE, cruise, corporate 
and niche segments. Loss to the tourism industry will be estimated at 
15,000 crore (US- $2.1 billion) for March and April alone. CII,   
ASSOCHAM and FAITH estimate that a huge chunk of the workforce 
involved with tourism in the country faces unemployment. 

  Pharmaceutical The cost for the pharmaceutical business is of critical 
worry for India, for the most part as 70% of dynamic pharmaceutical 
fixings (API) are imported from China. These dynamic pharmaceutical 
fixings are basic to countless pharmaceutical assembling organizations 
in the nation.  As COVID-19 is quickly clearing its path through India, 
medicine will be the main shopper request, and in light of the fact that

  An open line of communication Despite the fact that the death pace of 
COVID-19 is lower than the 1918 flu pandemic, it has caused an across 
the board alarm because of hazy lines of correspondence. Organizations 
are venturing up and keeping up an open line of correspondence with 
every one of their partners, including workers and clients. 

In a nutshell, we can say that there is war between live and livelihood. In 
India the life versus livelihood debate also played out, with the government 
first announcing that life would be prioritized over livelihood, which later 
changed to an equal importance being given to life and livelihood. Indians 
must prepare for the post corona virus pandemic world, just as the world 
changed after the world wars. Corona virus pandemic will become an 
opportunity for India to increase self-reliance. Government of India also 
proposed the agenda of Aatamnirbharbharat by focussing on domestic 
products.

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20 OF THE WORST EPIDEMICS AND PANDEMICS IN 
HISTORY  

Plague and epidemic have ravaged humanity throughout its existence, of 
the changing the Course of history. Throughout the Course of history, disease 
out-breaks have ravaged humanity, sometimes changing the Course of history 
and, at times, signaling the end of entire civilizations. Here are 20 of the worst 
epidemics and pandemics, dating from prehistoric, to modern times. 

1. Prehistoric epidemic: Circa 3000 B.C. �� About 5,000 years ago, an 
epidemic wiped out a prehistoric village in China. The bodies of the dead were 
stuffed inside a house that was later burned down. No age group was spared, 
as the skeletons of juveniles, young adults and middle-age people were found

2. Plague of Athens: 430 B.C.�� Around 430 B.C. not long after a war 
between Athens and Sparta began, an epidemic ravaged the people of Athens 
and lasted for five years. Some estimates put the death tall as high as 1, 00,000 
people.

3. Antonine Plague: A.D. 165-180�� When soldiers returned to the 
Roman Empire from Campaigning, they brought back more than the spoils of 
victory. The Antonine Plague, which may have been smallpox, laid waste to 
the army and may have killed over 5 million people in the Roman Empire. 

4.  Plague of Cyprian: A.D. 250-271�� Name after St. Cyprian, a bishop of 
Carthage (a City in Tunisia) who described the epidemic as signaling the end 
of the world, the Plague of Cyprian is estimated to have killed 5,000 people in 
a day in Rome alone. In 2014, archaeologists in Luxor found what appears to 
be a mall burial site of plague victims. Their bodies were covered with a thick 
layer of time (historically used as disinfectant). 

5. Plague of Justinian: A.D. 541-542�� The Byzantine Empire was 
ravaged by the bubonic, plague, which marked the start of its decline. The 
plague reoccurred periodically afterward. Some estimates suggest that up to 
10% of the world population died. The plague is named after the Byzantine 
Emperor Justinian (reigned A.D.527-565). Under his region, the Byzantine 
Empire reached its greatest extent, controlling territory that stretched from 
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the Middle East to Western Europe. Justinian constructed a great Cathedral

7. Cocoliztli epidemic: 1545 -1548 �� The infection that caused the 
Cocoliztli epidemic was a form of viral hemorrhagicfeseer that killed 15 
million inhabitants of Mexico and Central America. Among a Population 
already weakened by extreme drought, the disease proved to be utterly

civilizations. Some estimates suggest that 90% of the Indigenous population in 
the western Hemisphere was killed off.  

9. Great Plague of London: 1665-1666 �� ���Š�‡�� ���Ž�ƒ�…�•�� ���‡�ƒ�–�Š�ï�•�� �Ž�ƒ�•�–�� �•�ƒ�Œ�‘�”��
outbreak in Great Britain caused a mass exodus from London, led by King 
Charles II. The Plague started in April 1665and spread rapidly through the hot 
summer months. Fleas from plague-infected rodents were one of the main 
Causes of transmission. By the time the plague ended, about 100,000 people, 
including 15% of the population of London, had died. But this was not the end 
�‘�ˆ�� �–�Š�ƒ�–�� ���‹�–�›�ï�•�� �•�—ffering. On sept.2, 1666, the Great Fire of London started, 
lasting for four days and burning down a large portion of the City. 

10. Great Plague of Marseille: 1720 -1723 �� Historical records say that 
the Great Plague of Marseille started when a ship Called Grand Grand Saint-
Antoine docked in Marseille, France, Carrying a Cargo of Goods from the 
eastern Mediterranean. Although the ship was quarantined, plague still got 
into the city, likely through fleas on plague-infected rodents. Plague spread 
quickly, and over the next three year, as many as 100,000 people may have 
died in Marseille and surrounding areas. 

11. Russian plague: 1770-1772 �� In plague-ravaged Moscow, the terror 
of quarantined citizens erupted into violence Riots spread through the city 
and culminated in the murder of Archbishop Ambrosius, who was 
encouraging crowds not to gather for worship. The empress of Russia, 
Catherine II, was so desperate to contain the plague and restore public order 
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that he issued a harty decree ordering that all factories be moved from 
Moscow. By the time the plague ended, as many as 100,000 people may have 
died. 

12. Philadelphia yellow fever epidemic: 1793 �� When yellow fever 
seized Philadelphia, the United States Capital at the time, officials wrongly 
believed that slaves were immune. As a result, abolitionists called for people 
of African origin to be recruited to nurse the sick. The disease is carried and 
transmitted by mosquitoes, which experienced a population boom during the 
particularly hot and humid summer weather in Philadelphia that year. It was 
not until winter arrived -and the, mosquitoes died out that the epidemic finally 
stopped. By then more than 5,000 people had died. 

13. Flu pandemic: 1889 -1890 �� In the modern industrial age, new 
transport links made it easier for influenza viruses to wreak havoc. In just a 
few months, the disease spanned the glope, killing I million people. It took just 
five weeks for the epidemic to reach peak mortality. 

14. American polio epidemic: 1916 �� A polio epidemic that started in 
New York city Caused 27,000 Cases and 6,000 deaths in the United States. The 
disease mainly affects children and sometimes leaves survivors with 
permanent disabilities. 

15. Spanish Flu: 1918-1920 �� An estimated 500 million people from the 
South seas to the North Pole fell victim to Spanish flu. One-fifth of those died, 
with some indigenous Communities pushed to the brink of extinction. The

16. Asian Flu: 1957-1958 �� The Asian flu pandemic was another global 
showing for influenza. With its roots in China, the disease claimed more than I 
million lives. The virus that caused the pandemic was a blend of avian flu 
viruses. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention notes that the disease 
spread rapidly and was reported in Singapore in Feb. 1957, Hong Kong in 
April 1957, and the Coastal cities of the United States in the summer of 1957. 
The total death toll was more than 1.1 million worldwide, with 116,000 
deaths occurring in the United States. 

17. AIDS pandemic and epidemic: 1981 -present day �� AIDS has 
claimed an estimated 35 million liver since it was first identified. HIV, which is 
the virus that Curses AIDS likely developed from a chimpanzee virus that 
transferred to humans in West African 1925s. The virus made its way around 
the world, and AIDS was a pandemic by the late 20th Century, Now about 64% 
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of the estimated 40 million living with human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) 
live in sub-Saharan Africa.  

18. HINI Swine Flu pandemic: 2009 -2010 �� The 2009 swine flu 
pandemic was Caused by a new strain of HINI that originated in Hexico in the 
spring of 2009 before spreading to the rest of the world. In one year, the virus 
infected as many as 1.4 billion people across the globe and killed between 
151,700 and 575, 400 people, according to the CDC. The 2009 flu pandemic 
primarily affected children and young adults, and 80% of the deaths were in 
people younger than 65, the CDC reported. 

19. Went African Ebola epidemic:2014 -2016 �� Ebola ravaged West 
Africa between 2014 and 2016, with 28,600 reported cases and 11,325 
deaths. The first case to be reported was in Guinea in December 2013, then 
the disease quickly spread to Liberia and Sierra Leone. The balk of the cases 
and deaths occurred in those three Coronaries. A small number of Cases 
occurred in Nigeria, Mali, Senegal, the United States and Europe the Centres 
for Disease Control and Prevention reported. 

20. Zika Virus epidemic: 2015 �� The impact of the recent zika epidemic 
in south America and central America word be known for several years. In the 
meantime, scientists face a race against time to bring the virus under control.

Brisk walking is one of 
the best forms of exercises which can be done almost anywhere and anytime. 
Taking up regular brisk walking can help to overcome stress and promote 
healthy well-being. Brisk walking can also help to burn more calories. By 
walking at a pace higher than normal, the body starts using up the stored fat 
to fuel for the performance. It relieves depression, lethargy and anxiety and 
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make the person feel active. It strengthens the heart, raises heartbeat to 
suggested levels, decrease the danger for cardiac sicknesses. It improves 
blood circulation. The brisk walking is a type of aerobic capability can boost 
the mood, bodily fit, plus recover the excellence of life. It benefits to comfort 
stress as well as nervousness, lessens depression. It also improves confidence, 
recovers the mood in addition to supports to retain us active, confident and 
joyful all the day. Brisk walking excites the blood movement and offers oxygen 
to the brain. It leads to better-quality working of the mind. It is one of the 
major component for strengthen the muscles. The core strength of the muscle 
groups and their endurance capacity largely increases when performed 
regularly 

2. Stretching :- The most common forms of stretches are static and 
dynamic.  

Static stretches;  involve holding a stretch in a comfortable position for a 
period of time, typically between 10 and 30 seconds. This form of stretching is 
most beneficial after exercise.  

Dynamic stretches  are active movements that cause muscles to stretch. 
These stretches are usually done before exercise to get muscles ready for 
movement.  

Regular stretching can help to increase flexibility. It can also help to delay 
the reduced mobility. Stretching on a regular basis can help to increase the 
range of motion. It Improves circulation and increases a blood flow to 
muscles, which can shorten recovery time and reduce muscle soreness. The 
strengthening and stretching of specific muscle groups reduce 
musculoskeletal pain and encourage proper alignment. Stretching also helps 
to reduce the tension that we feel from headaches. While doing stretching, 
focus on the major areas of body that help for mobility, such as calves, 
hamstrings, hip flexors, and quadriceps. For upper-body relief, stretch the 
shoulders, neck, and lower back. 

3. Stationary Cycling: - The heart is also a muscle and like all muscles 
needs to be trained regularly to stay in shape. A well-trained heart induces a 
lower heart rate, at rest and during exercise. A well-trained heart thus beats 
less frequently and is less stressed. Blood pressure, which ensures blood 
circulation in our arteries, is also lower when the heart is more muscular 
because it ejects a larger volume of blood at each contraction. Working out 
with stationary cycling regularly can help to improve respiratory capacity and 
circulation of blood. Exercising on a stationary cycle is perfect for toning legs, 
thighs and buttocks but also arms, abdominal and back muscles. Using an 
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exercise with cycle can help to burn a lot of calories and is effective for weight 
loss. Endurance sports such as cycling offer many benefits for diabetics. When 
we exercise or do sports, our muscles use glucose and as a result the blood 
sugar level decreases. Physical activity also has benefits on insulin. Insulin is a 
hormone secreted by the body that regulates blood glucose levels, especially 
lowering blood sugar levels after meals. Exercising on a stationary cycle, body 
also secretes hormones, 

especially endorphins and serotonin, which brings a stateofwell-being. 
These hormones called happy hormones regulate mood, stress and anxiety. 
They explain the anti-stress and antidepressant effect of sport as well as the 
feeling of happiness exercise induces. Regularly cycling on a stationary bike 
can also increase life expectancy because regular exercises reduce the risk of 
diseases. 

4. Rhythmic dance: - It is a form of exercise, Dancing is a universal 
language it allows one to express oneself. One of the greatest things about 
dance is that anyone can participate. It provides the physical/mental 
refreshment and relaxation, a lot of entertainment. It improves the 
coordination between mind and the movement of muscles. Dance allows us to 
unite our body, mind, and spirit, improving connection and strengthening self-
esteem. It also generates more self-confidence.Dance is such a great form of 
physical fitness because it incorporates movements on all planes of motion 
and from all directions including lateral and rotational, which turns on and 
conditions all muscles, meaning no muscle is left behind. Areas of the brain 
that control memory and skills, such as planning and organizing also improves 
with exercise like dance. Dance has the additional benefits of improving 
balance through rhythm and music.  It helps to improve mental and emotional 
health by reducing stress, decreasing the symptoms of anxiety and depression,

FIRST PLAGUE PANDEMIC 541-747 AD 
Before COVID-19, world had encountered several pandemics and 

epidemics such as plague, cholera, small-pox and others throughout the 
history. While we were able to eradicate some, others continue to pose as a 
public thread. Until the late 20th century, historians widely believed that 
plagues and other diseases had little or not net impact on state security,

imbalance with their environment, Before we start, we have to understand, 
what plague is ? Plague is the product of micro-organism called Yersinia 
Pestic. It is habitually present in the communities of wild rodents. The micro-
organism most frequently reaches a human when carried from its more 
usually rodent host by flea. Once loose in the human blood stream as a result 
of the flea bite, the micro-organism causes a high fever and smelling in groin, 
armpit, and neck or behind the ear. The first great plague pandemic to be 
reliably reorted during the reign of Byzantine Emperor Justinian. According to 
some historians, this outbreak began in Eastern edge of the Nile Delta of 
Egypt, from there it moved both West to Alexandria and East to Palestine and 
by 544 AD it had spread as far west as Italy and Tunisia. Historian have come 
to understand that period of plague of Justinian was one of very active and 
extensive commerce, especially by sea. From 541 AD to 747 AD, for a period of 
about 200 years, historians have documented a number of subsequent 
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episodes of plague in that time period. The first of these episodes (541-544 
AD) has been called plague of Justinian, since it occurred in the reign of 
Roman Emperor Justinian (527 AD to 565 AD); the name has been extended to 
the entire 200 year period of the recurring epidemics as well. Modern 
historians have indentified 17 waves of plague between 541 to 749 AD; others 
count 15 between 541 and 767 AD. Any notion of the mortality involved in 
these epidemics is highly speculative witness notably the contemporary 
authors procopius and John of Ephesus, claimed that 10,000 people died daily 
�‹�•���

regarded sceptically. It is more certain that the death toll was simply very 
high. To the people of that time, it was an act of angry God. Witnesses agreed 
that the immediate effect of these plague was catastrophic. Social confusion 
and economic paralysis resulted. All work ceased. Shops closed for the lack of 
workers and customers. Fields were abandoned crops remained un-
harvested, fruits fell rotten to the ground, and flocks and herds wandered 
untended in fields and pastures. Elite members of the society remained 
unburied when their servants predeceased them. At least for some time, many 
survivors vowed to amend their ways and return to a pious life, but when the 
disease passed they reverted to their old habits. 

In last I would like to conclude by supporting Thomas Malthus comment in 
his essays on the Principle of population that pandemics, epidemics and other 
diseases were cyclic event occurring naturally whenever humanity had 
reached an imbalance with its environment. His comments are quite apt, 
nature has provided human with immense resources. Mother earth has 
provided humans with everything to live comfortably but in return I would 
like to ask if we are doing justice to her? These pandemic and forest fires just 
one step towards destruction, human must mend their ways. Ozone is 
depleting, glaciers are melting, deforestation, fires in Amazon, river polluted 
through factories etc. these are humans gift to mother-nature. This pandemic 
has proved no matter how advance we consider ourselves and how confident

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DISEASES RELATED WITH HISTORY  
The history of the world is intertwined with the impact that infectious 

diseases have had on populations. Hippocrates wrote about the spread of 
disease by means of air, water and places and made an association between 
climate, diet and living conditions. Investigators describe miasmas as the 
source of infections. Epidemics of leprosy, plague, small pox, cholera, yellow 
fever, typhoid fever and other infectious diseases implementations of broad 
control measures such as community sanitation, personal hygiene and public 
health education. The importance of nutrition was appreciated for its impact 
on infectious diseases. History repeats itself every 100 years.  

In the 18th century, disease affected indigenous and non-indigenous 
people alike. There was no immunity, and few medical remedies against 
imported diseases such as tuberculosis, smallpox, cholera, whooping cough, 
measles and influenza among others. These diseases were most deadly 
communicable diseases causing 56.9 million deaths worldwide. The world 
population at the 18th century about 37% people were infected and 
191,547,946 people died. 

In the 19th century, the most deadly diseases are Spanish flu, yellow fever, 
plague, typhus, cilations, AIDS and hepatitis B and many other diseases. 
Estimates of these diseases deaths worldwide ranged from 17 million to 100 
million. The world population at the 19th century about 1.9 billion, 28% 
people were infected and 500,000 �� 675,000 people died. Yellow fever and 
plague were most dangerous which caused death of 4.5 lakh people in the 
19th century. 

In the 20th century alone there were three influenza pandemics, two of

caused deaths ranging between one to four million deaths each.

Deaths from infectious diseases have markedly lowered in the United States 
during the 20th century. This decline contributed to a sharp drop in infant and 
child mortality 29.2% in 1900 and 20th century alike same. 

Despite this overall progress, one of the most devastating epidemics in 
human history occurred during the 20th century, Influenza pandemic that 
resulted in 20 million deaths including 500,000 in United States. HIV infection 
has caused a pandemic that is still in progress, affecting 33 million people and 
causing an estimated 13.9 million deaths. These illustrate the volatility of 
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infectious disease death rates and the unpredictability of disease emergence. 
Lower respiratory infections remained the most deadly communicable 
diseases causing 3.0 million deaths worldwide in 2016. The death rate from 
diarrhoea diseases decreased by almost 1 million between 2000 and 2016, 
but still caused 1.4 million deaths in 2016. Similarly the numbers of 
tuberculosis deaths decreased during the same period, but is still among the 
top diseases with a death toll of 1.3 million. HIV/AIDS is no longer among the

diseases which have remained the leading causes of death globally in the last 
15 years. These diseases have been reduced or eliminated, mortality rates 
from other causes, especially chronic diseases such as diabetes and cancer 
have increased and new diseases such as airways disease, diabetes, suicide, 
heart-attack, brain cancer are now among the top disease cause of death. 84 
million people were died, 54.7% peoples infected in the 20th century. More 
than 100 years of scientific and medical advances have done little to change 
how the world responds to a pandemic.

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EPIDEMICS  

An epidemic is the rapid spread of disease to a large number of people in a 
given population within a short period of time. For example in meningococcal 
infections an attack rate in excess of 15 cases per 100,000 people for two 
consecutive weeks is considered an epidemic. 

Epidemics of infectious disease are generally caused by several factors 
including a change in ecology of the host population, a genetic change in the 
pathogen reservoir or the introduction of an emerging pathogen to a host 
population. Generally, an epidemic occurs when host immunity to either an 
established pathogen or newly emerging novel pathogen is suddenly reduced 
below that found in the endemic equilibrium and the transmission thresh hold 
is exceeded. 

An epidemic may be restricted to one location. However, if it spreads to 
other countries or contents and affects a substantial number of people, it may 
be termed a pandemic. The declaration of an epidemic usually requires a good 
understanding of a baseline rate of incidence epidemics for certain diseases, 
such as influenza are defined as reaching some defined increase in incidence 
above this base line. A few cases of a very rare disease may be classified as an 
epidemic, while many cases of a common disease would not. 

TYPES  
Common source outbreak:  In a common source outbreak epidemic the 

affected individuals had an exposure to a common agent. If the exposure is 
singular and all of the affected individuals develop the disease over a single 
exposure and incubation course, it can be termed a point source outbreak. If 
the exposure was continuous or variable, it can be termed a continuous 
outbreak or intermittent outbreak, respectively. 

Propagated outbreak : In a propagated outbreak, the disease spreads 
person to person. Affected individuals may become independent reservoirs 
leading to further exposures. Many epidemics will have characteristics of both 
common sources and propagated outbreaks. 

TRANSMISSION 
Arthropod transmission : Arthropod transmission takes place by an 

insect either mechanically through a contaminated proboscis or feet or 
biologically when there is growth or replication of an organism in the 
arthropod.  
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Biological transmission : Involving a biological process e.g., passing a 
stage of development of the infecting agent in an intermediate host. This is 
opposite to mechanical transmission. 

Contact transmission : The disease is transferred directly by biting, 
sucking, chewing or indirectly by inhalation of droplets, drinking of 
contaminated water, travelling in contaminated vehicles. 

Developmental transmission : The agent undergoes some development 
in the transmission vehicle.

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LESSONS FROM COVID 19 

The COVID-19 pandemic expanded in early December from Wuhan 
throughout China and was then exported to a growing number of countries. 
The number of confirmed cases is constantly increasing worldwide and after 
Asian and European regions, a steep increase in cases is being observed in low-
income countries. Unfortunately, there is not a global and standard response 
to the pandemic and each country is facing the crisis based on their own 
possibilities, expertise and hypotheses. There are different criteria for testing, 
hospitalization and estimating of cases making it difficult to calculate the exact 
number of people affected by pandemic. 
This pandemic has exposed the vulnerabilities of some of the best health 
systems. For the Indian health system, one of the most burdened and least 
funded in the world, this could be a critical moment; as government facilities 
are already overstretched in a highly fractured, underfunded and 
geographically uneven health system. Same disparities will apply for intensive 
care beds, as hospital beds per 1000 population for 12 poorer states in India

at 0.7 bed per 1000 (compared to 11.5 in South Korea, 6.5 in France and 
3.5 in Italy). Even our metro cities, like Mumbai or Delhi, have exposed these 
states to the diffusion of the virus and a potential explosion of cases. 
In a post-Covid-19 world, there needs to be a course-correction. While it is 
virtually impossible to predict what the next pathogen threat will be, from 
where it will emerge and when it will strike, pandemic-focused research could 
give us a future head start in the battle against infectious diseases. We need an 
early warning system for future crises, whether from climate change or 
pandemics. Future global crises may not just come from disease that is why a 
warning system is urgently required. Covid-19 showed us that the globe lacks 
the ability to assemble a powerful intensive care capacity. This is now a clear 
challenge for world leaders. 
Nurses, doctors, and social workers, the frontline fighters in the battle, have 
the highest risk of exposure to the virus and have suffered high fatality. In the 
post-Covid world, countries need to create healthcare systems that protect 
and insulate health workers in foolproof ways. The digital medicine is the 

promise of the Fourth Industrial 
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Revolution, where the tools of artificial intelligence transform all professions. 
Digital health refers to the use of information and communications 
technologies in medicine and other health professions. Digital health has a 
broad scope and includes the use of wearable devices, mobile health, tele-
health, health information technology and telemedicine. Digital medicine gives 
us an unparalleled opportunity to address the social determinants of health 
and provide access to everyone in their own neighborhoods. 
The foremost lesson is how to better prepare for the next pandemic. Covid-19 
has revealed the need to devote resources for future epidemic prevention, and 
create cost- benefit models to evaluate the timing and various types of 
shutdowns to save lives without excessive economic disruption. Covid-19 has 
forced the educational system to move online as far as possible. The sudden 
switch from classroom to online classes has affected quality. But with time and 
improvement in technology, the quality of online classes will match with 
classroom teaching. 
The current crisis has reiterated the fact that healthcare and life sciences is the 
biggest opportunity for a country like India. The technology should be 
developed to deal with any pandemic in future. Government of India needs to 
seize this moment to redirect its focus on research, education and health 
system.

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CORONA VIRUS SYMPTOMS, SPREAD AND PREVENTION 
At the end of 2019, a new type of corona virus began making people sick with 
flu- like symptoms. The illness is called COVID-19 in short. It is a newly 
discovered virus not previously detected in animals and humans. The source 
of this virus is not yet known. The illness COVID-19 is a new public health crisis 
threatening humanity across the globe with the emergence and spread from 
central China in late 2019. The virus originated around Wuhan, Hubei 
province, China in December 2019 in bats and was transmitted through 
unknown intermediary sources to humans. The clinical presentation of viral 
infection ranges from asymptomatic to severe pneumonia with acute 
pulmonary distress syndrome is designated as COVID-19. WHO has 
characterized the disease as a pandemic due to its severity, as well as the 
shifting of epidemic zones across the globe from epicentre zone, China through 
a different stage of transmission by contact or inhalation with infected 
droplets and the incubation period, varies between 2 - 14 days. This virus 
causes a fever, cough and trouble breathing. Some people might have a sore 
throat, chills, repeated shaking with chills, muscle pain, headache and a loss of 
taste or smell. The virus can be more serious in some people. Throughout the 
infection, the virus has been identified in respiratory tract specimens 1-2 days 
before the onset of the symptoms and it can persists 7-12 days in moderate 
cases and up to two weeks in severe cases. 
As corona virus mainly transmitted either through respiratory route or fecal-
oral or epithelial cells represent their first natural barrier. Hence, their 
interface interaction with such cells determines the outcome of the infection. 
In most cases the COVID -19 transmitted either through inhalation or mucosal 
surfaces deposition of large respiratory droplets from person-to-person 
contact. Other routes have also been implicated in the transmission of corona 
viruses, such as contact with contaminated fomites and inhalation of aerosols. 
In absence of standard precautions, the highest risk of healthcare-associated 
transmission is plausible , when main infection prevention and control 
measures for pulmonary infections are not in place, and when treatment 
patients where COVID-19 infection is yet to be established. Although there is 
so far no data of airborne transmission, we recommend a observant approach 
due to a lack of studies exclusive of this mode of transmission. Infectious 

diseases like COVID -19, diseases can be spread, 
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directly or indirectly, from one person to another by the following stages of 
transmissions. 
The first stage of transmission: The first stage appears when cases of infection 
are imported into a country which was not the source of the infection. In 
COVID -19 case, all the countries outside of China which started reporting 
cases of coronavirus reached Stage 1 of the outbreak as soon as they reported 
their first case. ii. The second stage of Transmission: If an outbreak is when 
there are cases of local transmission in the country, the reported transmission 
is 2nd stage transmission. This means that the person from whom the 
infection spread to another person is from the country itself. In this stage, the 
trajectory of the virus can be identified from the source to all the infected 
individuals. iii. The third stage of Transmission: Community transmission is 
the third stage of an outbreak. In this stage, it becomes hard to track the chain 
of transmission of the virus in a large number of cases. This means that the 
virus has started circulating within the community and can also infect those 
individuals who have neither travelled to a country affected by the outbreak 
nor have come into the contact of a person infected by the virus. In this case, a 
lockdown becomes highly important as any person can spread the virus, 
regardless of their travel history or people they have come in contact with. iv. 
The fourth stage of transmission: This occurs when an infection becomes 
endemic in some countries and keeps resurfacing round the year, like malaria 
and dengue in India. 
Since till date there is no drug or vaccine that can effectively administered 
without agents knowing the entire genome sequence of different existing 
possible strain of COVID-19. Prevention of COVID-19 is only possible through 
social distancing. Preventing measures like stay home, wash hands frequently, 
six feet distance from other person, covering face, lockdown, quartine, tracing 
and testing and supportive treatment are only tool to break the chain of corona 
virus. The home isolation of suspected cases and those with mild illnesses and 
strict infection control measures at hospitals that include contact and droplet 
precautions. The highest risk of healthcare- associated transmission is in the 
absence of standard precautions, when basic infection prevention and control 
measures for respiratory infections are not in place, and when handling 
patients where COVID infection is yet to be confirmed. WHO has already 
announced a large global trial, called SOLIDARITY on 27th March 2020 which 
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is focusing on the most promising panacea therapies including remdesivir; 
chloroquine and hydroxychloroquine Global efforts to develop a vaccine 
against the corona virus disease have progressed at an unprecedented pace 
aiming to stop the spread of the pandemic, which has infected four million 
people, killed three lacs and wrecked global economies within four months. 
Some countries are also using plasma therapy for the treatment of corona 
virus on trial basis. The pandemic is an ideal opportunity to test the benefits 
of plasma therapy. Therefore the challenges posed by the corona virus are 
wide ranging: from early detection, containment & isolation, mitigation & 
segmentation and ultimately to the end of the disease.

COVID-19 PANDEMIC IMPACTING ENVIRONMENT 
From the beginning of civilization, mankind began to manipulate nature for its 
own benefit. In order to meet the needs of the growing population, 
industrialization and urbanization have become inevitable, which ultimately 
has proved to be harmful to the global environment. In addition, 
environmental issues include air pollution, water pollution, climate change, 
ozone depletion, global warming, groundwater consumption, biodiversity and 
ecosystem changes, and arsenic pollution. Global warming is the result of 
increased concentrations of greenhouse gases (CO2, CH4, N2O, etc.). However, 
due to the abnormal outbreak of COVID-19, almost every city and village in the 
affected countries, such as China, Taiwan, Italy, the United States, France, 
Spain, Turkey, Iran, Germany, South Korea, the United Kingdom, India, 
Australia and many other countries are part of the total blockade for a long 
period of weeks to months. All local and central administrative agencies in the 
world literally prohib it citizens from freely entering and leaving their 
hometowns to avoid the community spreading. Various religious, cultural, 
social, scientific, sports and political mass gatherings, such as the Olympic 
Games got cancelled. Various industries do not work and all types of travel 
have been cancelled. At the same time, efforts to limit the spread of SARS-CoV-
2 by restricting movement have prominent environmental impacts. Due to the 

non-operation of industry, the discharge of 
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industrial waste has been greatly reduced. Almost no vehicles can be found on 
the road, leading to almost zero greenhouse gas emissions and toxic tiny 
suspended particles. Since the industry has less demand for electricity, it 
greatly reduces the use of fossil fuels or conventional energy sources. The 
ecosystem is being greatly restored. In many large cities, residents experience 
clear skies for the first time. The pollution levels of tourist attractions such as 
forests, beaches, and hilly areas have also dropped significantly. The ozone 
layer has recovered to a certain extent.

then, the level of air pollution in the country has dropped significantly. Delhi, 
Bangalore, Kolkata and Lucknow maintained average double-digit air quality 
index (AQI). Considering the distance between the two places, on April 3, 
residents of the Jalandhar city of Punjab woke up to admire the view of the 
Dhauladhar mountain range, which is a rare feat under normal circumstances. 
The two places are nearly 213 kilometers away from each other and have not 
been seen from this city in recent memory. Since the implementation of the 
national blockade, water bodies have also been cleared, and the Yamuna and 
Ganga rivers have improved significantly. According to the real-time water 
monitoring data of the Central Pollution Control Committee (CPCB), the 
average water quality of the Ganges in recent days is 27 points, which is very 
suitable for bathing and breeding of wild animals and fisheries. 
Kimberly Nicholas, a sustainability researcher at Lund University in Sweden, 
said that the first thing to consider is the different reasons for the decline in 
emissions. Taking transportation as an example, it accounts for 23% of global 
carbon emissions. In countries where public health measures (such as keeping 
people at home) reduce unnecessary travel, these emissions have declined in 
the short term. Driving and aviation are the main causes of traffic emissions, 
accounting for 72% and 11% of the greenhouse gas emissions of the 

transportation sector, respectively. We know that

these emissions will remain low during periods of reduced travel during the 
pandemic. But what happens when the measure is finally cancelled?

Falling Oil Prices: The global pandemic also provides a boost to the already 

declining prices of the crude oil. This persistent fall can be attributed to the 

disruption of the global supply-demand cycle; thus, it has become difficult for 

higher cost producers to remain operational, rather look at declaring bankruptcy. 

Indian Economy Landscape : The pandemic has set its foot in India and is likely 

to lead the country towards a major slowdown. This is likely to put a downward 

pressure on the markets and industries. Several steps taken by the Indian 

government in order to flatten the curve has put the fastest growing Indian economy 

on its knees, impacting both overall consumption and investments. Sectors that are 

much affected include logistics, automobiles, tourism, metals, drugs, 

pharmaceuticals, electronic goods, MSMEs and retail among others.

They have also asked landowners, 

including malls, to waive the rentals as well as maintenance charges till June end. 

The food service providers, Zomato and Swiggy are also doing only 10 per cent of 

their business, as compared to the pre-Coronavirus period. 

Supply Disruptions: Most of the manufacturing units in India, including 

pharmaceuticals, automobiles and electronics industry import their raw materials 

from China only. With complete shutdown of Chinese production units and 

restrictions on the import, the business operations of Indian manufacturing sector 

has been severely hampered. 

Global and Domestic Demand : India, being one of the biggest exporter of food, 

pharmaceuticals and medical supplies has been also anticipated to face a 

remittances crisis due to Coronavirus-related redundancies in major export markets 

as the demand in these destinations, including U.S., Europe and China (accounting

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UNDERSTANDING COVID -19 MATHEMATICALLY  

COVID-19 is the infectious disease caused by newly discovered corona virus. 

This new virus and resulting disease was outbreak in Wuhan, China during 

COVID-19. But within a month it spread in almost every part of the globe. The 

world health organiza- tion declared COVID-19 as pandemic on March 11, 

2020. 

In India the first case was reported on January 30, 2020 and till  May 12, 2020 

the numbers of infected becomes 77, 700 The rate of infection in India was slow 

due to the early measures taken by the State and Central governments. But India 

is at larger risk due to its large population and poor health system. 

Mathematicians always show interest to model the infectious diseases, study 

them mathematically and obtain certain valid inferences. In the initial stages of 

epidemic when most of the people are susceptible (a person who can be easily 

infected by virus when he comes in contact with it), mathematicians can model  

 

the disease spread and may result in exponential growth as under: 

Let S(t) be the number of susceptible population and in initial stages rate of 

infec- tion depends directly on the susceptible population, using the concept of 

differential equations, the rate of infection will be 

dI/dt = k×S×I 

where k > 0 is the rate of infection when infected person come in contact with 

the susceptible and I(t) is the number of infected persons.  

The solution of this equation suggests an exponential growth. 

Exponential growth matches with the reality when infected individuals are very 

less as compared to total susceptible population. But once large number of 

people gets infected and susceptible population declines and fraction of 
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population recovers, it is not a good model. Moreover after the symptoms and 

behaviour of disease is under- stood and people / government contribute to 

control the disease, the chances of an infected person contacting a susceptible 

person decrease. 

When we include the recovered persons and fatality and assume that recovered 

persons are not infected again, the infection can be modelled as: 

ds/dt = �± k × S × 

I dI/dt = kSI �± �DI 

�±�EI dR/dt = �DI 

where R(t) is the number of persons recovered, k > 0 is the rate of infection when 

infected person come in contact with the susceptible, is the rate at which 

infected persons are recovered and is the death rate of infected persons. 

But the model (2) also not a perfect one because there are many more factors 

which are not included in the model, for example, incubation period, infected 

but quarantined, infected but not quarantined etc. 

 

Mathematicians start with a basic model and go on adding the factors to get a 

more realistic model so that some better strategies may be withdrawn from the 

model.  

The results are obtained by solving the mathematical models and plotting the 

graphs using computer software. 

Mathematical modelling can answer many important questions: 

a) How much social distancing is required to control the disease? 

b) Is it enough to quarantine people who have come in contact with 

infected per- sons? 
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c) What should be the time limit of complete lockdown? 

d) Till which stage, school and colleges should be closed?

Comparing Fatality Rates : The total numbers of confirmed covid-19 cases in 

India neared 60, 000 by 09 May 2020 morning with less than ten days left for the 

lifting  of an extended nationwide lockdown. India added 3, 320 new corona virus 

infections over 24 hours. This includes 17, 847 people who recovered and 1, 981 

deaths. 

To reduce whole number bias, we consider the everyone must be isolated. This 

can help people to avoid whole number bias error. 

With the need to make all people take this pandemic seriously. We believe that 

everyone doing this math right just might save lives.

With such a small percentage of every actually being tested in all countries, 

particularly at that time, South Korea also was reporting one case for about 

every four likely cases. 

In china, with its huge populations numbers at more than 1. 4 billion and widely 

perceived inconsistencies in data Reporting, they projected two ranges for the 

number reported compared to the actual number of cases. 

The accuracy of reported cases likely has improved since March 9 with the 

slowly increased availability of testing, and that the earlier the actual peaking 

of infections.

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If one infected person infects two other on average, the number of infected people 

doubles each generation. This compounding is known as exponential growth. 

Research also suggests that the number of confirmed Covid-19 cases is growing 

exponentially worldwide with the number doubling about every six days initially. 

This exponential growth model closely match reality when starting with a small 

number of infected individuals in a large population, such as when the virus first 

emerged in Wuhan or when it arrived in Italy or Iran. 

But this model fails when a large number of people have been infected. It is 

because the chance of infected person contacting a susceptible person decline 

simply because there are few susceptible people around. And a growing fraction 

of people have recovered and developed some level of immunity. 

Eventually, the chances of an infected person contacting a susceptible person 
become low enough that the rate of infection decreases, leading to fewer cases 
and eventually, the end of the viral spread.

Self reliance, need of the time, to combat the impact of COVID 19 

on Indian Economy 

Indian economy, like the rest of the world, is suffering due to the 

outbreak of the pandemic which is said to be the trigger for the worst 

recession seen since the great depression during the 1930s. COVID-19 

cases in the country have been rising rapidly. The Indian government 

has taken several steps to flatten the curve such as imposing a 

nationwide lockdown and a complete ban on travel. The importance of 

these measures cannot be underestimated but they have brought down 

the economy on its knees, impacting both overall consumption and 

investments. 

This has prompted several rating agencies to revise downward their FY 

2020 GDP growth estimate for India in the range of 2.1�±4.0%. 

Almost all sectors including manufacturing, trade, transport, tourism, 

education, healthcare have been hit. The pandemic has paralyzed 

economies, compelling governments to re-evaluate their strategies 

,make recovery plans to mitigate the risks and address the main 

challenges. 

Indian Govt has also formulated the strategy of atmanirbharta (self-

reliance) to cope up with this crisis. Prime Minister Narendra Modi in 

his public speech on 12th May, 2020 said that the Covid-19 crisis has 

taught us the importance of local manufacturing, local market and local 

supply chains. All our demands during the crisis were met locally. He 

also appealed that it is time to be vocal about local products and help 

these local products become global. 

Make in India initiatives, the commercialisation of indigenous 

technology, Tax incentives to make local production competitive, 

preferential treatment for local products and reduction of imports in a 

post-coronavirus India are now taken as the best options to bring the 

economy on right track.  
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The country has begun work on a continuity plan that includes cutting 

down import dependence, especially from China, by focusing 

aggressively on substitution while improving safety compliance and 

quality goods to gain global market share. 

Prime Minister Narendra Modi held a meeting on April 30,2020 to 

develop a strategy to attract FDI, particularly foreign firms wanting to 

move out of China, to boost investment. In fact, the Indian government 

is reportedly in the process of identifying and developing 4.6 lakh 

hectares of land, including 1.1 lakh hectares of existing land in 

industrial areas and planning fiscal incentives in the form of 

preferential tax rates, tax holidays etc in order to attract foreign firms. 

The initial stimulus package of Rs 1.7 lakh crore in March, followed 

by liquidity measures by the RBI and now, the stimulus package of Rs 

20 lakh crore may help the Indian economy towards a vertical (V-

shape) recovery. Therefore, post Covid, India could be the brightest 

spot among the emerging economies when it comes to attracting FDI.

 IMPACT OF COVID -19 ON RETAIL SECTOR IN INDIA  

 

The COVID-19 pandemic continues to put an adverse impact on most industries 

at an novel scale globally, including retail sectors. The Government of India 

implement lockdown to prevent the spread of COVID-19 in the country which 

has continuously distressed the retail sectors. Mostly all stores, except stores 

selling Essential Food & Grocery have been shut down across the country.

450 million people, generates a monthly business of around US$70 billion. 

However, due to the pandemic, the retail trade has reportedly lost a whopping 

US$30 billion in the last fortnight alone, said Confederation of All India Traders 

(CAIT).

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After the announcement of the lockdown, only around 7-8 percent of the modern 

retail trade is functioning, with the sale of essential items alone is permitted, as 

per the CEO of RAI, Kumar Rajagopalan.  

The situation will be weak even after the lockdown is lifted as the consumers will 

be in buying mode but only what is needed. Non-food retailers will be hit the 

hardest as consumers forego discretionary purchases in favour of stocking up on 

food and household supplies.  

In India, retail sector bears around 80% fixed cost, which is putting several 

financial pressures on retailers. The industry is facing severe liquidity challenges, 

which can lead to large scale unemployment. The cash inflow of the industry has 

stopped, while the fixed operating costs remain intact, as per the survey 

conducted by Retailers Association of India (RAI) which was filled by 768 

respondents across India.  

More than 95% of Non-Food Retailers has been shut their shops in this lockdown 

and are looking at practically no revenues till the lockdown is in place. In the next 

6 months, Non-Food Retailers expect t�R�� �H�D�U�Q�� �������� �D�V�� �F�R�P�S�D�U�H�G�� �W�R�� �O�D�V�W�� �\�H�D�U�¶�V��

revenues.  

Most of Food Retailers also sell non-essential goods in the same and / or different 

stores. The non-food stores have come to a standstill in the lockdown leading to 

revenue loss. Additionally, 25% of these retailers have non-food stores that have 

been closed leading to further losses. In the next 6 months, Food Retailers expect

to earn profits in the same time period.  

Small Retailers are expecting to lay-off 30% of their manpower going forward, 

this number falls to 12% for Medium Retailers and 5% for Large Retailers. On 
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the whole, retailers who responded to the survey expect a layoff of about 20% of 

their manpower. 

 Furthermore, the Covid-19 outbreak has caused sharp sell-off in the markets that 

have taken a heavy toll on direct equity investments of retail investors. They have 

now seen the value of their investments grind down by almost 3 trillion in the 

current calendar year so far.  

In future, retail sectors players will have to change their business models and 

adapt to change consumer behaviour. Retail sector will need higher working 

capital.so that they reback their business on the track.

IMPACT OF COVID -19 ON HUMAN RESOURCE MANAGEMENT 
PRACTICES   

With COVID-19 coming into the picture, the Indian economy is going through a 

major slowdown. With all these problems hitting the world of work from multiple 

directions, companies are finding it difficult to sustain in this environment. They 

are forced to take tough decisions such as cutting down the salaries and opting 

for other cost-cutting measures. The outbreak has presented new roadblocks for 

the Indian workforce and especially for the daily wage and contractual workers.  

Slowdown in demand & supply  

Coronavirus has disrupted the demand and supply chain across the country and 

with this disruption, it can be seen that the tourism, hospitality, and aviation 

sectors are among the worst affected sectors that are facing the maximum impact 

of the current crisis. Closing of cinema theatres and declining foot fall in shopping 

complexes has affected the retail sector by impacting the consumption of both 

essential and discretionary items. As the consumption of any product or services  
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goes down, it leads to an impact on the workforce. In the current scenario, with 

all the retailers closing down their services, the jobs of the employees are at a 

huge risk.   

The financial market has experienced uncertainty about the future course and 

repercussions of COVID-19. An estimated Rs 10 lakh crore of market cap was 

reportedly wiped off due to the fall of sensex in the second week of March 2020.   

The supply-side impact of shutting down of factories resulted in a delay in supply 

of goods from China which has affected a huge number of manufacturing sectors 

which source their intermediate and final product requirements from China. Some 

sectors like automobiles, pharmaceuticals, electronics, chemical products etc 

were impacted big time.  

India is among the top 15 countries that have been affected most as a result of 

manufacturing slowdown in China that is disrupting world trade. For India, the 

overall trade impact is estimated to be the most for the chemicals sector at 129 

million dollars, textiles and apparel at 64 million dollars, the automotive sector at 

34 million dollars, electrical machinery at 12 million dollars, leather products at 

13 million dollars, metals and metal products at 27 million dollars and wood 

products and furniture at 15 million dollars.   

The immediate impact of COVID-19 reveals that besides the direct impact on 

demand and supply of goods and services, businesses are also facing reduced cash 

flows due to slowing economic activity which in turn is having an impact on all 

payments including to those for employees, interest, loan repayments and taxes.   

For some of the sectors, the work-from-home proposition is posing 

implementation challenges as it has a direct bearing on the business operations. 

This is particularly true for manufacturing units where workers are required to be 

physically present at the production sites, and services sectors like banking and 

IT where a lot of confidential data is used and remote working can enhance 

security threats. Hence, companies operating in these sectors are finding it 
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difficult to implement work-from-home facilities without compromising on their 

day to day operations.  

The industry members have also shared suggestions on possible actions that the 

government and RBI can take to contain the spread of coronavirus in India and 

mitigate the immediate concerns of the Indian companies.  

Implications of Coronavirus  

Job losses and salary cuts are likely in the high-risk services sector, including 

airlines, hotels, malls, multiplexes, restaurants, and retailers, which have seen a 

sharp fall in demand due to lockdowns across the country. If the current global 

and domestic economic slowdown persists, it will impact demand and realization.  

Undoubtedly, with this crisis impacting the business around the country, it will 

create very challenging situations for the workforce. Companies are not meeting 

the revenue targets hence, forcing employers to cut down their workforce. The 

World Travel & Tourism Council has predicted 50 million tourism jobs getting 

eliminated because of the pandemic. Not only the employees of multinational 

companies, but daily wage workers have been impacted the most during this 

crisis.  

Nearly 25 million jobs could be lost worldwide due to the coronavirus pandemic, 

but an internationally coordinated policy response can help lower the impact on 

global unemployment. While on one hand, Indian employees are losing their jobs 

and receiving a salary cut, there is also an assumption that the majority of experts 

have gone back from India and they will take time to return. Different sectors 

such as automobile, banking and manufacturing employ a large number of 

experts. Indian companies need experts for several industry verticals and job 

functions such as after-sales services, business development and market audits.   
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There is an urgent need to take instant steps to not only contain the spread of the 

virus, but also to address the key pain areas of the industry which can help in 

minimising the impact of the outbreak on the Indian economy and businesses.   

Since a large number of people will stand to lose their jobs especially in the retail, 

hospitality, travel, construction sector, the government can consider giving 

incentives for employers to keep the workers, while the coronavirus problem tides 

over.  

On March 24th, 2020 the Finance Minister extended the filing dates of ITR, GST, 

linking of PAN and Aadhar and other reliefs for the big and small enterprises. 

The finance ministry is already working on an economic package to mitigate the 

impact of coronavirus on the Indian economy.   

The government is taking necessary steps that will not damage the economy 

further but the damage that has been done in the previous few months will 

definitely last for a longer period of time. As the country is locked down for the 

coming three weeks, India Inc has to stretch themselves to sustain the situation 

and face the challenge. The Indian government has also urged employers to not 

cut jobs and salaries. Many CEOs and management teams are taking pay cuts to 

ensure their workforce does not have to bear the brunt.

EXCESSIVE IMPORT FROM CHINA

The disruption is 

expected to slowdown cotton yarn export by 50 percent, leading to severe impact 

on spinning mills in India. 

 

4. SOLAR POWER INDUSTRIES: Solar power project developers in India 

continue to source solar modules from China. Modules account for nearly 60

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preventive measures. 

Further, according to the World Bank's assessment, India is expected to grow 

1.5 per cent to 2.8 per cent. IMF projected a GDP growth of 1.9 per cent for 

India in 2020 because the global economy is affected by the COVID 

penedamic, the worst recession since the Great Depression in 1930s. Also, we 

can't ignore that the lockdown and pandemic hit several sectors including 

MSME, Hospitality, civil aviation, agriculture and allied sectors. 

According to KPMG, the lockdown in India will  have a sizeable impact on the 

economy mainly on consumption which is the biggest component of GDP.

The nefarious coronavirus is having a 'deep impact' on Indian economy disrupting 

the demand and supply chain across the country. Companies are not meeting their 

annual revenues and are being required to cut down their workforce, the daily 

wage workers have been impacted most during this crisis. Aviation and tourism 

have been highly impacted, leading these sectors to cut off salaries and laying off 

employees which have notably increased the unemployment rate from 6% to 26% 

across India.

(SARS) and some types of common cold.  

The virus is transmitted through direct contact with respiratory droplets of an 

infected person (generated through coughing and sneezing). There is no currently 

available vaccine for COVID-19, due to which some preventive measures like 

lockdown and social distancing are being adopted to fight with this pandemic.  

COVID-19 is adversely effecting the different sectors of the economy: 

agricultural sector, education and training, financial services, manufacturing 

sector, etc. And, one of them is banking sector.  

Banking is a business where the raw material (deposits) are converted into loans 

and investments. The difference of interest rate (NIM) is the main source of 

earning for banks. Now, in the lockdown period when the economic activities are 

on very lower side, the demand for business loans is falling, which is the main 

source of income for the core business of commercial banks operating according 

to the classical model of deposit and credit banking.  

 Also, the value and number of investment banking transactions are decreasing. 

In this situation of deepening economic downturn, the revenue from the sale of 

loans and other financial instruments is strongly decreasing. Due to which banks' 

profits are falling to a large extent. 

In view of the tightening financial conditions, The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) 

in a press conference dated March 27, 2020 announced that 
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all banks and NBFCs have been permitted to allow a moratorium of 3 months on 

repayment of term loans outstanding on March 1, 2020. 

Also, it has announced a regulatory package to give some sort of relief during this 

lockdown period. The RBI has permitted banks to file regulatory returns with a 

delay of up to 30 days from the due date as several entities face difficulties in 

timely submission on account of the coronavirus outbreak. The central bank has 

listed 18 regulatory returns which banks and All India Financial Institutions can

NEED OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT:  A LESSON 

FROM COVID -19 

The COVID-19 Pandemic has impacted every single aspect of life and global 

economy. Depending on the level of COVID-19 impact in each country; the 

world's governments are adopting different levels of Interventions 
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including Travel Restrictions and Lockdown to contain the spread of the highly 

contagious virus. 
 

On 25th March 2020, the Indian government placed it's population of more 

than 1.3 Billion citizens under the lockdown in an effort to reduce the spread of 

the COVID-19 disease.  

The lockdown restricting movement of people, shutting down Business and 

Industrial establishments, slashing greenhouse gas emissions and air pollution 

around the world.  
 

Air Pollution is the single largest Environmental Health Risk in the world. 

According to WHO, nearly 7 million people die prematurely every year globally 

as a result of exposure to Air Pollution. 

The lockdown has temporarily improved the quality of the 103 cities in India. 

India is the most polluted country in the world which has 21 out of the 30 world's 

most polluted cities according to IQ Airvisual Report 2019. But due to the 

Nationwide Lockdown only Delhi and Mumbai feature on a list of 30 world's 

most polluted cities as per IQ Airvisual Report  2020. 
 

Mumbai and Delhi saw drop in Air Pollution around 40-50% compared to the 

same time last year due to the Nationwide Lockdown.  
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New Satellite Maps, produced using 

Data from the Copernicus Sentinel-5p Satellite, show averaged Nitrogen 

Dioxide Concentration over India From 1st January to 24th March And  25th 

March (the First Day of Lockdown) to 20th April 2020.  

 

The Central Pollution Control Board (CPCB) has reported 46% reduction in 

PM2.5 levels (PM2. 5 refers to the atmospheric particulate matter that has a 

diameter of less than 2.5 micrometres) and 50% Depletion in PM10 concentration 

in the National Capital (Delhi). 

Air Quality Improved largely because of a reduction in factory and road traffic 

emissions of Carbon dioxide (CO2), Nitrogen oxide (NOx) and related ozone 

(O3) formation and Particulate Matter (PM). 

 

 

The Left picture shows the India Gate 

war memorial on October 17, 2019, months before the nationwide lockdown. The 

Right 
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picture shows the memorial after air pollution levels began to drop during the 

lockdown in New Delhi on April 8. 

 

Since the lockdown began, the AQI (Air Quality Index)  in Lucknow has been 

steadily coming down, which is a good thing. On May 8, 2020 the AQI stands 

at just 82 as compared to the AQI stood between (170 and 257) on March 8. 

 

The decrease in Aerosol level (Aerosols are tiny solid and liquid suspended in the 

air that, reduce visibility and can damage the human lungs and heart) was 

observed after just a week of lockdown in northern India. 

 

For the first time in 30 years the inner Himalayan peaks of Bandarpunch and 

Gangotri became visible from the town of Saharanpur in Uttar Pradesh after the 

AQI index improved due to the nationwide lockdown. 

Citizens in  Jalandhar, Punjab are seeing the view of the Himalayan 

Mountain  Range for the first time in their lives, due to the drop in air pollution 

caused by the lockdown. 

Air pollution dropped by 60% globally due to Lockdown but the real challenge 

will begin after the end of Lockdown. So, collective efforts must be made to 

sustain the environment by promoting related ideas and manage the process to 

safeguard our nation.

EFFECTS OF COVID-19 ON BANKS IN INDIA  

 

Coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID -19) is an infectious disease caused by 

severe 

acute respiratory syndrome coronavirus2 (SARS-CoV-2). The disease was first 

identified in December 2019 in Wuhan, the capital of China's Hubei province, 

and 

has since spread globally, resulting in the ongoing 2019�±20 coronavirus 

pandemic. 

Common symptoms include fever, cough and shortness of breath. The virus is 

mainly spread between people during close contact, often via small droplets 

produced during coughing, sneezing, or talking. While these droplets are 

produced when breathing out, they usually fall to the ground or surfaces rather 

than being infectious over large distances.  

People may also become infected by touching a contaminated surface and then 

their face. The virus can survive on surfaces for up to 72 hours. It is most 

contagious during the first three days after onset of symptoms, although spread 

may be possible before symptoms appear and in later stages of the disease. 
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Impact 

 Increase in credit costs �± One of the primary function of banks is to advance 

loans. Due to the current pandemic situation the banks in the country are likely to 

witness a spike in their credit cost ratio by 130 basis point in 2020. 

 

 Increasing non performing assets �± An asset becomes non-performing when 

it ceases to generate income for the bank. Another important impact of COVID-

19 on the banking sector is that they will witness a rise in their non performing 

assets by 1.9 percent. 

 

 Embracing new technologies �± Due the unforeseeable situations created by

 Digitization  of banks - Banks are trying to promote digital banking in rural 

areas. Digital banking is the safest banking in these times as it ensures social 

distancing while providing essential banking services. 

 Downsizing branches �± Covid crisis has started a trend which will see bank 

branches being downsized to smaller setups with fewer employees. 

Pumping substantial liquidity in system �± RBI will be pumping in substantial 

liquidity into the system to enable availability of requisite credit. 

The Reserve Bank of India has taken certain measures to give some relief to the 

lending institutions in the areas of liquidity, and supervision, and financial 

markets. In light of 

these measures, banks need to consider financial and reporting considerations 

around going concern, liquidity and credit risk assessment, etc.

COVID -19 
Information Communication Technology (ICT) has emerged as one of 

the key areas that are serving navigate the COVID-19 pandemic. 

Coronavirus disease (COVID-19) is an infectious disease caused by a 

newly discovered coronavirus. Most people who fall sick with COVID-

19 will experience mild to moderate symptoms and recover without 

special treatment. The virus that causes COVID-19 is mainly 

transmitted through droplets generated when an infected person coughs, 

sneezes, or exhales. Anyone can be infected by breathing in the virus if 

anyone within proximity of someone who has COVID-19, or by 

touching a contaminated surface and then your eyes, nose, or mouth. 

 
Aarogya Setu is an Indian open-source cross-platformCOVID-19 

"Contact tracing, Syndromic mapping and Self-assessment" digital 

service, primarily a mobile app, developed by the National Informatics 

Centre under the Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology. 

The main aim of this app is to spread awareness of COVID-19 and to 

connect essential COVID-19 - related health services to the people of 

India. This app augments the initiatives of the Department of Health to 

contain COVID-19 and shares best practices and advisories. It is a 

tracking app that uses the smartphone's GPS and Bluetooth features to 

track the coronavirus infection. The app is available for Android and 

iOS mobile operating systems. With Bluetooth, it tries to determine the 

risk if one has been near within six feet of a COVID-19 - infected 

person, by scanning through a database of known cases across India. 

Using location information, it determines whether the location one is in 

belongs to one of the infected areas based on the data available. 

The app reached 100 million installs in 40 days. On 26 May, amid 

growing privacy and security concerns, the source code of the app was 

made public. Aarogya Setu has four sections:  
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1. User Status (tells the risk of getting COVID-19 for the user) 
 
2. Self-Assess (helps the users identify COVID-19 symptoms 
and their risk profile) 

 
3. COVID-19 Updates (gives updates on local and national 
COVID-19 cases) 
 

4. E-pass integration 
 

NITI Aayog CEO revealed that "the app has been able to 

identify more than 3,000 hotspots in 3-17 days ahead of time. The 

App is aimed at augmenting the initiatives of the Government of 

India, particularly the Department of Health, in proactively 

reaching out to and informing the users of the app regarding risks, 

best practices, and relevant advisories about the containment of 

COVID-19.  

In the end, I want to request to everyone to use this app for 

safeness of every life. I would like to thank my department faculty 

members and students for their contribution of articles related to 

awareness of COVID-19.

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�x Robotics: From preparing meals at hospitals, doubling up as waiters in 

restaurants, spraying disinfectants to vending rice and dispensing hand 

sanitizers, robots were on the front line to prevent the spread of the Corona 

virus. In many hospitals, robots were also performing diagnosis and 

conducting thermal imaging. Shenzhen-based company Multicomputer is 

using robots to transport the medical samples. 
 

�x Health sensors and apps: Utilizing its sophisticated and expensive 

surveillance network for public good, the Chinese government joined hands 

with tech giants Alibaba and Tencent to develop a color-coded health rating 

system that tracking millions of the people daily. The smartphone app was 

first deployed in Hangzhou in collaboration with from Alibaba. It assigns 

three colors to people- green, yellow and red- on the basis of their travel and 

medical histories. In the industrial hub of Shenzhen, a similar software was 

created by Tencent. 
 

�x Education: Institutions that have adopted student success technologies early 

and deployed them widely have a significant advantage during COVID-19. 

The others ways of studying for students in COVID-19 is Global Digital 

library, this open source digital library offers free accessible eBooks in more 

than 40 languages readable on the web web, mobile, or downloading and 

printing. And also, the online classes for the students that help them for 

continues their studies with the help of their teachers.

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HOW COMPUTER CAN HELP TO CONTROLCOVID -19 
PENEDEMIC  

 

Coronavirus (COVID-19): In the global effort to tackle the novel 

coronavirus pandemic, many countries have now employed supercomputers to 

help expedited research into the virus. Scientists are using supercomputers for 

several challenging tasks, such as understanding how the virus spreads in a 

community, how it infects the human body, as well as for possibly finding a 

cure and vaccine. Supercomputers have also been used during past outbreaks, 

including the 2015 Zika epidemic and the 2014-16 Ebola epidemic. 

How can supercomputers help in the fight against the novel coronavirus? 

As COVID-19 cases have been mounting the world over, an abundance of data 

is being made available to researchers, which supercomputers are using for 

modelling and analysis. Due to their high processing power, supercomputers are 

able to perform these functions months faster than regular computers, and years 

sooner than if done by hand. 

To help find a drug that could work against the novel coronavirus, 

supercomputers are being employed to look through databases of existing drug 

compounds. The novel coronavirus (SARS-CoV-2) has spikes on its surface, 

which it uses to invade cells in the human body. Supercomputers are looking for 

antiviral drugs that could potentially bind with those spikes, thus inhibiting the 

virus from infecting humans. 

         In the US, these machines have been able to simulate 8,000 compounds 

and have identified 77 molecules that could work against the virus. Further 

efforts are now underway to refine the list and identify which of those drug 

compounds and molecules have the highest binding affinity with the virus, thus 

being able to disarm it most efficiently. 

        These computers can also help in developing a vaccine for the novel 
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coronavirus, by identifying the virus proteins that can help create immunity 

among humans. 

The other ways in which supercomputers are helping include studying the 

structure and origin of the novel coronavirus, analysing the spread of the virus 

in a population, as well as how it interacts with cells in the human body. 
 

Where are supercomputers being used? 
 

In the US, a massive public-private effort called the COVID-19 High 

Performance Computing Consortium has been launched, consisting industry 

players such as IBM, Google, and Amazon, academic institutions such as MIT 

and Carnegie Mellon, along with government laboratories and agencies 

including NASA. The consortium participants are together providing scientists

With the young 

discovering old ways to connect and the old connecting with the new, the 

Covid-19 outbreak has turned some assumptions about technology and the 

demographics of the Internet on its head. The more obvious changes have been 

the wide patronisation of mobile applications, earlier considered suitable only 

for preteens.  

One of these is House party an informal video calling app with games-like 

charades and trivia that one can enjoy with an intimate group of friends. The 

less obvious is the increasing technology expertise that non-digital natives are 

gaining.

the absence of any scope to conduct face-to-face meetings or interviews with 

many favouring app-based videos calls on Zoom and Skype.

The 

woes of logging onto team meetings and presentations via video are also 

documented with memes, some of which include an oblivious or curious parent 

staring into the laptop screen from behind the shoulder of a visibly embarrassed 

employee.
